DETERMINE THE MOUNTING LOCATION FOR THE CONTROL PANEL

- Use the provided Mounting Kit (Part # 2635) to mount the Compressor,
considering the guidelines below, and follow the kit's instructions.
- Provide ample air flow.
- Protect from airborne debris and moisture.
- Optionally you can drill holes to mount the compressor to the frame, see Section 3

PLAN INSTALLATION ROUTES FOR WIRING AND AIR LINES INTO CAB
- If possible, use existing factory grommet, such as where a wiring harness enters the cab.
- If not possible, drill a hole large enough for two air line tubes and a ground wire. Make sure

When inflating air springs, add air pressure in small quantities, checking air pressure frequently.
The air springs have much less air volume than a tire, so they inflate much more quickly.

APPROPRIATE AIR PRESSURE

For best ride, use only enough air pressure in the air springs to level the vehicle when viewed from the
side (front to rear). This will vary, depending on the load, location of the load, condition of the existing
suspension, and personal preference.
